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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

The Round Table “Authorship in the Era of Artificial Intelligence” took place in Moscow on 15 April 2026 to
celebrate the 25th anniversary of the electronic journals Economic Sociology and Sociological Review. The
Round Table was held as part of the XX VI Yasin International Academic Conference on Economic and So-
cial Development at HSE University. Our sincere congratulations to all our contributors and colleagues who
worked hard on the journals’ issues.

Now let us introduce of a new journal issue.
Texts in Russian

We publish a translation of part of Professor Mikael Hard's book (Institute of History, Technische Universitit
Darmstadt, Germany), Microhistories of Technology: Making the World (Cham: Palgrave Macmillan, 2023).
This book demonstrates that the spread of modern technology did not eliminatie artisanal tools and production
methods; rather, the new often coexisted fruitfully with the old. By shedding light on the material culture of
ordinary people across Africa, Asia, and Latin America, Microhistories of Technology reveals how inventive
individuals and groups shaped their own lives. The Journal of Economic Sociology publishes the book's intro-
duction, “Sharpening Local Techniques in a Global Context,” in which the author presents his understanding
of technology, outlines the research design, and defines the book's structure.

Dr. Irina Skalaban, Timofey Alekseev, and Dr. Zoya Otto (all faffiliated with Novosibirsk State Technical Uni-
versity) present the paper “Spaces and Infrastructure of Urban Conflictuality: A Case Study of Novosibirsk.”
The article examines urban conflict using the Novosibirsk agglomeration as a case study for 2022 to 2024. The
theoretical foundations are M. Low’s relational theory of space and N. Fligstein’s and D. McAdam’s theory of
strategic action fields. The empirical basis comprisis data from the Geo-Information Database of Conflicts of
the Novosibirsk Agglomeration (N = 774 conflicts), supplemented by a content analysis of 3,070 mentions of
conflicts on social media. The results show that the thematic spaces of urban conflict are currently structured
around two cores: hierarchical conflicts related to development projects, construction, and land use; and hori-
zontal, everyday conflicts focused on security, accessibility, and the protection of values.

Dr. Denis Litvintsev (Department of Management, Novosibirsk State Technical University) presents the find-
ings of his study “Multifaceted Nature of Housing Precarity: Conceptual Approaches and Institutional Per-
spectives.” Housing precarity is examined in an international context, emphasizing the precarious living con-
ditions extend far beyond housing provision to include legal vulnerability, threat of eviction, overcrowding,
poor housing quality, and limited access to infrastructure and social services. The study shows that precarities
in different domains—housing, labor, and legal—can intersect, mutually reinforce one another and consoli-
date. The role of cohabitation practices and the “home culture of precarity” in transforming millennial every-
day life is also highlighted.

Dr. Elena Belyavskaia (LSES, HSE University) prepared a review of the book Fourcade M., Healy K. (2024)
The Ordinal Society. Cambridge, MA: Harvard University Press. The book offers a wide-ranging theoreti-
cal account of digital capitalism. Its central argument is that contemporary society is increasingly organized
through the measurement, sorting, and evaluative ordering of people, objects, and actions, and that this order-
ing has become a fundamental principle of social coordination. The review discusses the book’s key concepts:
the platform exfiltration of sociality, understood as the extraction of data from everyday social interactions;
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eigencapital as a new form of digital capital; and the “classification situation,” which produces social hierar-
chies at the bottom of which stands a newly disadvantaged class—the lumpenscoretariat.

Finally, we summarize the outcomes of the session “Non-Standard Forms of Consumption: The Role of Tech-
nology, Emotions, and Morality” held as part of the XX VI April International Academic Conference Named
after Evgeny Yasin. The session focused on forms of consumer behaviour that fall outside the conventional
rational choice model, bringing together researchers from economic sociology, psychology, and institutional
economics. Five presentations were delivered: a comparative analysis of non-standard consumption forms
(V. V. Radaev); ethical consumption as an instrument of civic engagement (M. A. Shabanova); psychological
mechanisms of nostalgic consumption (T. A. Nestik); conspicuous consumption through the institution of con-
sumer credit (A. V. Vernikov, A. A. Kurysheva); and compulsive buying as a form of addiction (O. S. Deyneka).
Three recurring conceptual tensions were identified: the question of the openness and boundaries of the non-
standard consumption typology; the problem of analytical distinctions between forms given their empirical
overlap; and the contestation of the very concept of “non-standard” in light of the plurality of rationalities in
sociology. Overview is delivered by Daria Lebedeva (LSES, HSE University).

Texts in English

Bibigul Iskakova, Dr. Sergey Zair-Bek, Konstantin Anchikov (all from the Pinsky Centre for General and
Extracurricular Education, HSE University), and Dr. Sergey Kosaretsky (Moscow State University of Psy-
chology and Education) present their study “Education Policy and Urban-Rural Disparities in Schooling in
Post-Soviet Countries.” This article examines territorial inequality in educational outcomes across seven post-
Soviet countries: Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Russia, Moldova, Georgia, and Kazakhstan. The study analyses
how students’ PISA test scores vary by urban—rural location, and investigates whether national educational
policies, particularly school funding mechanisms and network consolidation, have contributed to reducing or
widening these disparities. A mixed-methods design combines a multilevel regression analysis of 2009 and
2018 PISA data with a review content analysis of national policy documents addressing post-Soviet educa-
tional reforms. The findings demonstrate indicate a growing performance disparity between urban and rural
students, with the largest gaps identified in Moldova, Russia, and Lithuania.

Jennet Babayeva (Institute of Education, HSE University, Moscow) “'Publish or Perish' under Financial
Strain: The Role of Funding Status in Shaping Russian Doctoral Students’ Perceptions and Experiences of
Publication Requirements.” This qualitative study investigates how funding status mediates doctoral students’
perceptions and experiences of mandatory publication requirements in Russia, comparing funded and self-
funded students at a selective research-intensive university. Nineteen in-depth interviews are used as a source
of data. Findings reveal a clear distinction in experiences shaped by funding status. Funded doctoral students,
while materially supported, describe intense psychological pressure and a conflict between deep dissertation
work and administrative compliance. In contrast, self-funded doctoral students face a fundamental battle for
time and resources, as the need for external employment severely constrains their capacity to engage in both
publication and dissertation writing.

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Abstract

The article examines urban conflict using the Novosibirsk agglomeration
as a case study for 2022 to 2024. The observed multiplicity of actors and
issues, together with the persistence and interconnectedness of some urban
conflicts in recent years, indicate not only a rise in complexity but also a
change in the nature of urban conflict and a greater impact on social and
economic spaces, infrastructure, and the investment attractiveness of ter-
ritories. The study aims to identify mechanisms that sustain conflictuality
by analyzing the interconnectedness of conflicting agendas and actors. The
theoretical foundations are M. Low’s relational theory of space and N. Flig-
stein’s and D. McAdam’s theory of strategic action fields. The empirical
basis comprises data from the Geo-Information Database of Conflicts of
the Novosibirsk Agglomeration (N = 774 conflicts), supplemented by a
content analysis of 3,070 mentions of conflicts on social media. Two-step
cluster analysis and content analysis were used as methods. The results
show that the thematic spaces of urban conflict are currently structured
around two cores: hierarchical conflicts related to development projects,
construction, and land use; and horizontal, everyday conflicts focused on
security, accessibility, and the protection of values. Infrastructures of con-
flict—including skilled actors, stable networked conflict communities, and
the media channels that serve them—play a significant role in sustaining
and scaling conflicts, and in maintaining conflictuality both within indi-
vidual strategic action fields and in the city’s public space as a whole. The
findings are relevant to urban studies, the management of urban conflicts,
and the development of mechanisms for reconciling interests in the urban
environment.

Multifaceted Nature of Housing Precarity:
Conceptual Approaches and Institutional
Perspectives

Housing precarity is a condition of instability and vulnerability in the hous-
ing sphere that can manifest in various forms and affect people regardless
of income level or social status. It encompasses situations in which hous-
ing is unsafe, of unadequate quality, or not accessible over the long term—
conditions necessary for a full and secure life. This article analyzes housing
precarity as a multidimensional socio-economic phenomenon that influences
Email: denlitv@inbox.ru many aspects of people’s lives. Housing precarity is examined in the context

of international research, with an emphasis on the fact that precarious living

conditions extend far beyond mere housing provision to include legal vulner-
ability, threat of eviction, overcrowding, poor housing quality, and limited access to infrastructure and social
services. The article discusses various classifications and concepts (for example, “precarious ownership,” “re-
cursive precarity,” “hidden homelessness™), as well as the temporal and spacial dimensions of housing precar-
ity. The study shows that precarities in different domains—housing, labor, and legal—can intersect, mutually
reinforce one another, and consolide. The role of cohabitation practices and the “home culture of precarity”
in transforming millennial everyday life is also highlighted. Special attention is paid to socio-demographic
groups most vulnerable to housing precarity and to the housing strategies they adopt to mitigate its effects. The
conclusion emphasizes the need for a comprehensive approach tha combines housing, social, and economic
policies to ensure housing security and reduce social vulnerability.

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The review examines Marion Fourcade and Kieran Healy’s The Ordinal So-
ciety (Harvard University Press, 2024), a book that offers a broad theoretical
account of digital capitalism.

The book’s central argument is that contemporary society is increasingly or-
ganized through the measurement, sorting, and evaluative ordering of people,

objects, and actions. This ordering becomes a fundamental principle of social

yandex.ru filtration of sociality, understood as the extraction of data from everyday social

interactions; eigencapital as a new form of digital capital; and the “classifica-
tion situation,” which produces social hierarchies at the bottom of which stands
a newly disadvantaged class — the lumpenscoretariat.

The review also considers critical responses to the book published in international journals. These critiques
argue that Fourcade and Healy may be too quick to present the processes they describe as totalizing; that they
do not fully explain how eigencapital is converted into concrete advantages; and that they redescribe older
forms of social inequality in the language of digital ordering.

By turning to the Russian experience of digitalization, the review identifies an important limitation of the
book. In Fourcade and Healy’s account, the production of a person’s digital “legibility” is largely tied to the
market logic of platformization. The Russian case, by contrast, illustrates the intensification of algorithmic
ordering through state-directed forms of digital control.

Overall, the review argues that a genuinely general theory of ordinal society remains to be developed. Building
such a theory requires a comparative perspective that accounts for non-Western trajectories of digitalization,

as well as an analysis that extends beyond economic domains to include interpersonal relations.

A sub-
stantial body of research examines the universal and specific factors that con-
tribute to economic and social disparities between urban and rural areas [Imai,
Malaeb 2016; Xu et al. 2022], as well as the policies aimed at closing this gap
[Partridge, Olfert 2009].
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Education plays a pivotal role in shaping inequality between urban and rural
settlements [Chunling 2015]. International comparative studies, such as PISA,
TIMSS, and TALIS demonstrate educational disparities between urban and rural
students [Echazarra, Radinger 2019; OECD 2021a].

Ensuring equality of educational opportunities for students in rural areas is a
key concern for policymakers in most countries. In some countries, the provi-
sion of education in rural communities requires targeted interventions [Echaz-
arra, Radinger 2019] to address challenges relating to distance and size, socio-
economic status (SES) factors, and access to resources. A review of these policies
shows that the main measures adopted in many countries have included school
consolidation reforms [Eacott, Freeborn 2020], school funding reforms [Faze-
kas 2012], and also programmes to attract teachers to rural schools [Kline, White,
Lock 2013; Du Plessis, Mestry 2019]. These policies have been widely adopted,
yet their impact on reducing urban-rural disparities has received limited scholarly
attention.

Comparative cross-country studies of urban-rural inequality in former Soviet
Union (FSU) countries are grounded in the common characteristics of the transi-
tion period. The disruption of vertical and horizontal economic ties established
during the Soviet period between centre and provinces led to the collapse of the
system of economic subsidies intended to equalise disadvantaged territories, par-
ticularly rural areas, within the planned economy [Thorez 2014; Wegren 2014].
Consequently, the quality of social services deteriorated, while migration and
depopulation intensified in rural areas [Thorez 2014; Wegren 2014]. However,
following the collapse of the USSR, FSU countries sought to distance themselves
from the Soviet legacy to varying extents and construct their own approaches to
equity in education [Yakavets 2014; Popa et al. 2011]. To achieve this, several
countries employed policy borrowing and discourse borrowing to reform their
education systems, including rural schools [Silova 2002; Chankseliani 2017;
Kutsyuruba 2017]. Some ex-Soviet countries were part of the World Bank’s
reform support programmes, prioritising the enhancement of quality education
in rural schools and equity between urban and rural schools [Moulton 2001].
However, the relative effectiveness of these reforms in ensuring equal educa-
tional opportunities for urban and rural students remains understudied [Chank-
seliani 2017].

Although the Soviet education system was organised according to unified insti-
tutional principles, empirical studies reveal significant disparities in educational
opportunities across territories. Regional differences were evident in access to
various types of schooling and in the factors shaping educational attainment
[Titma, Saar 1995], with students’ social background determining their achieve-
ments differently across republics [Titma, Saar 1995; Yastrebov 2022]. Urban-
rural educational disparities have been a persistent feature of FSU countries both
before and after the collapse of the Soviet Union [Simai 2006; Gerry, Mickie-
wicz 2007; Silova 2009; Milanovic 2013; Kuzmenko et al. 2018; Smith 2024].
This urban-rural divide was particularly pronounced in terms of both access to
and quality of education [Bystrova, Bukibayeva 1988; Fuchs, Demko 1979], and
its scale varied across republics. The existence of these disparities was implic-
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itly acknowledged through the allocation of preferential provisions and univer-
sity quotas for students from working-class and rural families [ Yastrebov 2022].
However, income levels and social infrastructure in rural areas differed signifi-
cantly both between regions and between republics, directly affecting families’
ability to support their children’s education [Bystrova, Bukibayeva 1988; Fuchs,
Demko 1979]. These economic differences exacerbated educational inequality
despite the existing support measures. The precise magnitude of the urban-rural
gap in each republic during the Soviet period is difficult to reconstruct due to the
limitations of available data, as actual disparities were not always captured by
official statistics. For this reason, we treat the late Soviet period as a common
institutional starting point and focus our analysis on the dynamics of territorial
disparities during the post-Soviet period, examining whether national reforms
have narrowed or widened the gap.

While publications reveal manifestations of urban-rural educational inequal-
ity within particular ex-Soviet countries [Silova et al. 2007; Kryst et al. 2015],
studies examining the specific features, dynamics, and determinants of broader
trends and cross-country differences among FSU states remain limited. Previous
publications have analysed either particular reforms or a smaller sample of post-
Soviet countries [Alonso, Sanchez 2011; Grivins 2012; Levacic 2014; Amini,
Nivorozhkin 2015; Kryst et al. 2015]. For example, a Russian study found that
the gap between rural and urban students in PISA tests is mainly due to the socio-
economic status of their families [Amini, Nivorozhkin 2015]. However, in a de-
composition analysis, the authors found that rural students could perform better
if schools were as effective as those in urban areas [Amini, Nivorozhkin 2015].
Using TIMSS data (1995-2011), Kryst et al. [2015] show that socio-economic
status is the main factor of urban-rural disparities in achievement, but the effect
of rurality is also significant for some post-socialist countries during specific pe-
riods. However, their findings are based on only a limited number of countries,
restricting the generalisability of their conclusions to the broader post-Soviet
context. At the same time, these studies do not cover the last decade and do not
capture the impact of national policies.

The present study aims to examine differences in academic achievement between
urban and rural students across seven former USSR countries, using PISA data,
and to analyse whether national policies have contributed to reducing or wid-
ening these disparities. This comparative study of seven post-Soviet countries
contributes to post-Soviet education research by analysing the differences and
achievement gaps between urban and rural schools through a contextualised
analysis of educational reforms. The study aligns with the research tradition of
examining institutional arrangements of national education systems as determi-
nants of learners’ educational opportunities and inequality [Miiller, Shavit 1998;
Van de Werfhorst, Mijs 2010; Gross et al. 2022]. However, educational policy,
which shapes the institutional organisation of the education system [North 1990],
is often considered more as contextual background than as an independent ex-
planatory factor [Papay et al. 2015; Alonso Carmona et al. 2023]. In this study,
we treat educational policy as an explanatory variable, examining how specific
reforms relate to changes in urban-rural disparities.
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First, we quantify disparities in educational outcomes between urban and rural areas across ex-Soviet coun-
tries, testing the significance of the “ruralness” factor while controlling for socio-economic and institutional
variables. Second, we analyse post-1991 education policies to evaluate their impact on inequality, linking
reforms (e. g., funding formulas and consolidation) to changes in urban-rural disparities.

Methodology
Theoretical Framework and Research Design
This study draws on the generative theory of rurality [Balfour et al. 2008], viewing rurality as a transforma-
tive factor that shapes educational behaviour and influences the implementation of interventions and reforms
[Balfour et al. 2008]. Rurality is conceptualised as a multidimensional construct encompassing economic con-
straints, resource accessibility, and demographic conditions in FSU countries [Milanovic 2013; Wegren 2014;
Nefedova et al. 2016; Li et al. 2019]. Rural areas typically exhibit lower income levels, higher poverty rates,
and fewer employment opportunities than urban centres owing to the legacy of centrally planned economic
systems [Milanovic 2013; Wegren 2014]. Key challenges include geographic isolation and resource scarcity,
such as limited internet connectivity and an insufficient supply of qualified teachers, particularly in Moldova,
Georgia, and Kazakhstan [Li et al. 2019]. Furthermore, urban migration further exacerbates these challeng-
es, leading to declining and aging populations, reduced student numbers, and heightened disparities in rural
schools [Nefedova et al. 2016].
This study employs a mixed-methods research design [Creswell 1999] to investigate the role of rurality in
educational outcomes by comparing PISA test results between urban and rural students in FSU countries.
Understanding territorial disparities in education requires a thorough analysis of the contributing factors. To
examine the impact of rurality on variation in PISA reading scores, we employ a two-level analytical frame-
work:
1. Individual-Level Predictors:

— Socio-Economic Status (SES) [Bird et al. 2002; Lichter, Schafft 2016; OECD 2021a];

— Immigrant Status [Entorf, Minoiu 2004; OECD 2021a];

— Language Spoken at Home [Khavenson, Carnoy 2016; OECD 2016b; OECD 2021a];

— Gender [OECD 2021a].

2. School-Level Predictors:

— Territorial Affiliation (Urban vs. Rural) [Moulton 2001; Wegren 2014];

— Shortage of Teachers [OECD 2016b];

— Availability of Other Schools in the Area [Bird et al. 2002; OECD 2016b];

— Share of Teachers with Higher Education [Khavenson, Carnoy 2016; OECD 2021a];

— Type of School (Public vs. Private) [Sakellariou 2017; OECD 2021a].
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We examine the role of rurality within the FSU group by assessing its significance and impact on each country
individually. By comparing results across two PISA cycles, we investigate how the effects of rurality have
changed over time across FSU countries. We then analyse policy documents related to educational reforms
implemented in FSU countries after the collapse of the USSR to describe national strategies and identify
patterns and dynamics of inequality. The framework for selecting policies in post-Soviet countries is based
on categories of interventions aimed at improving the effectiveness of educational services in rural schools
[Johnson, Howley 2015; OECD 2021a; Ayaiz Rather 2024].

Data Collection

We analyse differences in educational outcomes between urban and rural students using data from the in-
ternationally recognised PISA database, one of the most comprehensive and reliable sources in educational
research due to its well-documented, open-access data [Sjeberg 2015]. The study focuses on two PISA cycles
(2009 and 2018), allowing us to examine the effects of policies implemented over a nine-year period. Both
cycles focus on reading literacy, which is a critical skill for academic success and broader life outcomes, mak-
ing it an appropriate indicator for assessing educational disparities [OECD 2016a].

The analysis includes data from seven former Soviet Union countries that participated in both cycles. To
enhance cross-country accuracy, we apply the weighting factor provided in the PISA database'. Two PISA
datasets were merged to classify students’ territorial location, using data from both student questionnaires (test
results) and school questionnaires (principal responses). Rural areas are defined as settlements with popula-
tions of up to 3,000 inhabitants, with all other areas categorised as urban. This study uses the mean of all plau-
sible values from the PISA reading test. The primary analytical strategy involves comparing the test scores of
students from urban and rural areas to identify statistically significant differences and the factors underlying
them. Appendix 1 presents descriptive statistics on the distribution of urban and rural participants in the as-
sessment.

The examination of national education policies is based on document policy analysis guided by case study
principles. This approach includes an assessment of document content, context, and interconnections with
related reforms and policy initiatives. Although the primary focus is on formal policy documents, selected
informal English-language materials are also included to provide additional insight into the effectiveness
of reforms. We analysed 65 policy documents selected according to the following criteria: (1) official status
(laws/regulations); (2) focus on rural education reforms; (3) availability for the 1991-2018 period.

We searched for documents? on the official websites of national ministries of education, legal regulation plat-
forms, and international organisations such as the World Bank and OECD. The Eurydice portal, as well as
international research reports, analytical publications, and academic studies, was also consulted.

Data Analysis

The analysis of inequality in educational outcomes is based on two approaches: comparing results by settle-
ment size (urban vs. rural) and examining the effects of rurality across FSU countries. We hypothesise that
rurality remains a significant factor even when considered alongside other common explanatory variables of
urban—rural disparities. To test this hypothesis, we employ multilevel linear regression models, including con-
trol variables associated with disparities in educational outcomes. This approach is applied consistently to the

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2009 and 2018 PISA databases for FSU countries, with reading literacy scores used as the dependent variable.
Control variables include student SES, gender, and school-level characteristics (Appendix 2). To account for
the hierarchical structure of the data, with students nested within schools, two-level regression models were
estimated separately for each country and each PISA cycle.

National legal and regulatory documents and reform initiatives were analysed and systematised using content
analysis. This approach enabled the identification of patterns, national specificities, and key policy categories
related to resource allocation, funding levels and distribution, differentiated territorial funding coefficients,
and rural school development [OECD 2021b].

Results
Factors of Educational Inequality in Post-Soviet Countries

Large and statistically significant gaps in PISA scores were observed between urban and rural students in the
FSU countries included in the study in 2009 and 2018 (see Fig. 1). Statistically significant differences at the
p < 0.05 level were confirmed by t-tests (refer to Appendix 3). The smallest performance gaps were found in
Estonia, whereas the largest disparities were observed in Moldova, Russia, and Lithuania.

Estonia stood out due to its substantially lower urban-rural score gaps and a clear trend towards gap reduction.
In Kazakhstan, Latvia and Georgia, the gap widened slightly between 2009 and 2018. Conversely, Moldova
exhibited the largest disparities, with no improvement observed by 2018. In Russia and Lithuania, the gaps
widened between 2009 and 2018. In the Baltic States, the gaps and gap growth in Lithuania were higher than
in Latvia and significantly higher than in Estonia. Rural location emerged as a statistically significant predic-
tor of lower test scores across most countries in both PISA cycles. However, in Estonia in 2018 the effect of
rurality ceased to be statistically significant, consistent with the narrowing of its urban-rural achievement gap.

We employed multilevel regression models with control variables to isolate the independent effect of rurality
on educational disparities, first at the individual level and then at the institutional level.

Individual Level: After controlling for variables such as immigrant status, language spoken at home, SES, and
gender, rural location remained a significant predictor of lower scores in most models. Exceptions included
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Russia in 2009 (not significant, but significant in 2018) and Estonia in 2018 (not significant, but significant in
2009).

Institutional Level: Rural location remained significant in most cases, except for Russia in 2009 and Estonia in
2018 (see Appendix 2) after the inclsion of variables such as the school type, the availability of other schools,
proportion of teachers with higher education and teacher shortages.

The estimates for the rurality factor are consistently negative across all models, indicating that rural students
score lower than their urban counterparts. Confidence intervals for these estimates do not cross zero, thereby
confirming the robustness of the negative effect. The significant association between rurality and test scores
confirms the territorial nature of educational inequality in post-Soviet countries. Similar to the PISA SES gra-
dient indicator, which measures the relationship between SES and test scores [OECD 2016a], we calculated a
rurality gradient to assess the extent to which rural location influenced test scores (see Table 1).

The gradient strength measures the proportion of score variation attributable to territorial affiliation. A strong
association between place of residence and academic performance indicates that rurality is a reliable predictor
of educational outcomes. In Moldova, rural affiliation accounts for the largest disparities (12.6%), while in
Estonia, the gradient strength was close to 0.1% in 2018, indicating minimal locational effect.

A weaker gradient indicates greater territorial equality, with rurality playing a less important role in predicting
academic performance. Figure 2 presents the distribution of post-Soviet countries across four quadrants ac-
cording to rurality gradient strength and mean reading scores in 2018. Estonia is characterised by high reading
scores and low territorial dependence. Russia, Latvia, and Lithuania demonstrated high scores but stronger
territorial dependence. Moldova, Georgia, and Kazakhstan demonstrated low scores and higher rurality influ-
ence.

Analysis of Educational Policies and Reforms

Post-Soviet Context

The USSR’s emphasis on universal access to education resulted in a dense network of small rural schools.
Many of these schools became financially unsustainable after independence in 1992 due to declining state
education budgets [Heyneman 1998]. The share of the rural population remained relatively stable in the years
following the collapse of the USSR, and even increased slightly in some countries (see. Fig. 3). Furthermore,
settlement patterns characterised by low population density and dispersed villages inherited from the Soviet
era persisted [Nefedova et al. 2016], contributing to the continued prevalence of small schools. These factors
shaped post-1991 reforms (see Table 2), which prioritised cost-efficiency over equity [Silova et al. 2007]:

— Reforms of school funding systems;
— School network optimisation;

— Transport and computerisation programmes;

— Programmes aimed at supporting and attracting teachers to rural and remote schools.

Funding and network reforms were not synchronised across post-Soviet countries. Rural transport and com-
puterisation policies were incorporated into broader school restructuring reforms. Policies aimed at attracting
and retaining teachers during the study period were identified only in Kazakhstan, although similar measures
emerged in other countries after 2018. The country profiles below provide brief descriptions of the implemen-
tation of these reforms and assess their outcomes based on available literature.

Country Profiles
Georgia

Georgia was the only country in the post-Soviet space to shift from municipal funding to a per-capita school
financing model based on student vouchers®. Voucher values differed between urban and rural areas, although
the differences were uneven [Tabatadze, Gorgadze 2017]. Between 2005 and 2009, voucher values increased
by 80.1% in urban schools, 59.1% in rural schools, and 57.8% in highland schools. It later became evident
that the Georgian voucher system was relatively inefficient, as small schools were severely underfunded,
whereas larger schools received excessive funding [Alonso, Sanchez 2011]. At the same time, the education
system employed more teachers than required, and teacher salaries remained extremely low [Orivel 1998;
Bochorishvili, Peranidze 2020]. Significant inequalities persisted between urban, rural, and mountain schools
[Herczynski 2003; Janashia 2015]. Subsequent adjustments to voucher values also failed to produce substan-
tial improvements. Nevertheless, the funding reform is generally regarded as relatively successful because it
introduced greater transparency into the allocation of funds and helped reduce corruption [Janashia 2015].

Georgia, characterised by numerous mountainous regions, has long maintained many small schools with
fewer than 100 students and consequently a high proportion of rural schools (79.33%). Mountain schools
often operated for only a handful of students because transporting students to larger schools was not feasible.

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A large-scale school network reform began in 2005 following the introduction of the voucher reform. The ter-
ritorially differentiated model aimed to optimise the structure and scale of the school network. However, the
reform failed to produce substantial changes in rural schools which remained underfunded but could not be
closed because of transportation constraints. By 2018, fewer than 25% of students attended 65% of schools
[Li et al. 2019]. All school categories experienced widening funding gaps, although these disparities were
particularly acute in rural and highland schools [Maglakelidze 2011]. Meanwhile, the school network came
under increasing pressure due to growth in the student population between 2007 and 2022. To address these
inequalities, the “Transportation for Public School Students” programme* was introduced in 2013.

Kazakhstan

Kazakhstan began piloting the per-capita funding model in 2013 in 63 schools across five regions, including
urban, rural, small rural schools, and home-schooling settings [Mhamed et al. 2023]. Per-pupil expenditure
increased, however, by 2017 public dissatisfaction persisted regarding the quality of school education and the
misalignment of existing standards with contemporary challenges [Alembaeva et al. 2017]. School staff showed
limited motivation to improve educational quality while the allocation of budget funds lacked transparency.
The practice of collecting informal (‘shadow’) fees from parents was also reported [Alembaeva et al. 2017].

During the Soviet period, Kazakhstan had one of the highest shares of rural schools in the USSR (78.06%).
Following independence, Kazakhstan closed 792 small rural schools in an effort to improve funding efficiency
and increase teachers’ salaries. However, some of these schools were reopened after 1999 due to growth in
the rural student population. By 2007, 55% of schools experienced teacher shortages, affecting approximately
424,000 students. The proportion of rural students peaked in 2010, reaching 51.51% of the total school popu-
lation. By 2018, Kazakhstan had 2,944 small general education schools, concentrated primarily in Northern
Kazakhstan®. Special hub-centres (160 as of 2015)¢ were established to maintain educational quality in clus-
ters of three to four small ungraded schools [Carlsen 2020].

The Auyl Mektebi programme (2003—-2005) was introduced to improve the quality of education in rural
and small schools. Subsequently, a large-scale programme aimed at attracting teachers to rural schools was
launched. The programme “With Diploma to Village” provides social support through one-time allowances
and subsidised loans with a preferential interest rate of 0.01%. In addition, teachers become eligible for salary
increases of at least 25% after three years of service. However, the programme attracted limited interest among
university graduates.

Moldova

Following the initial post-Soviet transition period, Moldova experienced significant brain drain, including
among school-aged populations [Jin et al. 2019]. The country was left with an economically inefficient net-
work of small schools characterised by underpaid teaching and non-teaching staff [Olefir et al. 2015], which
prompted subsequent reforms.

The original 2010 reform formula allocated equal per-capita funding, but did not include coefficients account-
ing for school size. The reform largely failed because the funding formula did not account adequately for the

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high proportion of ethnic minorities and other vulnerable groups. Some local authorities continued funding
small schools despite the risk of closure [Levacic 2014]. Later, additional coefficients were introduced for
elementary schools with fewer than 41 pupils and secondary schools with fewer than 91 pupils.

As the reform favoured larger schools [Levacic 2014], local municipalities tended to restructure school net-
works without introducing substantial changes. The funding formula clearly failed to address the higher edu-
cational costs associated with specific groups, including children with SEN, students from low-SES back-
grounds, and pupils from isolated rural areas. School principals were granted authority over internal budget
allocation while the number of teaching positions was reduced. Local authorities were responsible for school
operations and facility maintenance [Jin et al. 2019]. No reliable mechanism existed for monitoring the use of
allocated funds [World Bank Group 2018].

Between 1991 and 2010, student enrolment in Moldova declined by more than 50%, while the number of
schools declined by only around 14% during the same period [Olefir et al. 2015]. The number of rural schools
fell from 1,168 in 2000 to 1,132 in 2009 and 924 in 2018’. Despite efforts to optimise the school network,
average school size continued to decline between 2000 and 2016. By 2019, many small schools with low
pupil—teacher ratios still remained [Jin et al. 2019]. Many teachers were above retirement age and worked in
rural areas where no alternative candidates were available.

Russia

Russia’s regions adopted different models of formula-based school financing. However, several requirements
were established at the federal level, as follows: (1) school utility and property maintenance costs were ex-
cluded from per-capita funding standards; (2) expenditures were covered by school founders, primarily mu-
nicipalities; (3) a single funding standard could include no more than seven adjustment coefficients accounting
for rural schools and school size. Nevertheless, municipalities applied different coefficients under varying
economic conditions. As a result, rural schools faced substantial funding deficits. The reform became a major
driver of rural school network restructuring and school closures [Klyachko 2014]. The number of teachers de-
clined even as student enrolment increased [Sodnomova 2018]. Funding allocated to support the educational
process proved insufficient, particularly during the financial and economic crisis [Vethlehemsky 2009].

During the 1990s, the total number of schools declined (from 68.8 thousand schools in 1990 to 65.9 thousand
by 2004) primarily in rural areas, which rendered the existing school network inefficient. The restructuring of
rural schools began in 2003, with the closure of some schools, particularly those with critically low enrolment
levels (1-10 students), while students were transported to larger schools. In 2005, the funding reform acceler-
ated the contraction of rural school networks. Between 2004 and 2013, the number of rural schools declined
from 45,032 to 24,001 [Kosaretsky, Froumin 2022]. The scale of school closures and consolidations varied
substantially across regions.

Latvia

During the school optimisation process in Latvia, school authorities and municipalities often did not know
whether particular schools would be closed [Koroleva et al. 2017]. This created tensions and disagreements
among stakeholders [Stipule, Seholt 2019]. The ‘Money Follows the Pupil’ funding model introduced in
Latvia in 2009-2010 contributed to school closures by rendering many schools economically non-viable.
Decision-making approaches differed according to municipal socio-economic status (SES), namely ‘survival’

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and ‘quality’ approaches. While the poorer municipalities closed small schools, wealthier municipalities at-
tempted to preserve small schools and prioritised children’s educational needs.

Approximately 100 schools across Latvia participated in the initiative “Change Opportunities for Schools”
launched by the Open Society Foundation [Ttina 2015] aimed at preserving small rural schools and transform-
ing them into multifunctional community resource centres. The initiative consisted of two phases: “Develop-
ment of small schools into community learning and culture centres” (2009-2011) and “Schools as Community
Development Resources” (2012—2013). Approximately one-third of Latvian schools enrolled fewer than 100
pupils in 2013-2014, most of which (255 schools) were located in small rural villages [Ttna 2015].

Between 1999 and 2010, the number of schools declined by 237. Following the school consolidation reform,
the number of teachers and total school staff declined by more than 12%, while teachers’ workloads were
also reduced. These developments improved the efficiency of the educational process, as average class sizes
increased. Overall, the impact of the reform on class size varied considerably across localities. Class sizes
increased substantially in both rural areas and cities, particularly in smaller classes, where increases ranged
from 8 to 14%. By contrast, small and medium-sized classes in small towns did not expand due to local fund-
ing arrangements [Hazans 2010]. School size and teacher salaries were critical factors in student performance
for both urban and rural schools in Latvia [Krasnopjorovs 2019].

Lithuania

A new general school funding system stipulated that school budgets would consist of funds for the educa-
tional environment, including capital and operational expenditures, targeted project and programme fund-
ing, sponsorship funds, and other sources, with budgets determined through the “pupil’s basket” mechanism
[Giedraitiene et al. 2007]. Operating since 2002, this funding model for public and private schools allocates
per-pupil funding adjusted annually by the Cabinet of Ministers [Grivins 2012]. The “pupil’s basket” model
was characterised by a high degree of centralisation. It functioned as a targeted state subsidy, part of which
was allocated directly to schools, while municipalities received a smaller share for redistribution [Bucaite-
Vilke 2022]. As schools were still adapting to the new grant formula, additional funding based on standardised
student numbers was incorporated into the grant system [Chandler 2002].

The procedure for calculating the pupil basket was revised periodically [Bucaite-Vilke 2022]. Although the
initial results were positive, rural schools encountered difficulties related to low enrolment levels [Alonso,
Sanchez 2011]. According to Alonso and Sanchez [2011], the funding mechanism was considered equitable
for classes with more than 19 pupils. Consequently, in 2018 the government introduced a new “class basket”
model, under which approximately 80% of funding was allocated to classes and the remainder to individual
students. This mechanism differed from funding models adopted in other post-Soviet countries.

In Lithuania, unlike other Baltic states, school network optimisation focused primarily on reducing the num-
ber of small rural schools and consolidating urban schools in response to demographic change. Minimum
enrolment thresholds for pupils and classes in upper secondary schools (gymnasiums) were introduced, result-
ing in fewer gymnasiums in rural areas. The structural reform reduced the number of schools from 1,499 in
2004-2005 to 1,022 in 2015-2016. However, small schools in remote areas were preserved. The school net-
work reform proceeded gradually in line with demographic trends, namely declining birth rates and outward
migration. The Yellow School Buses programme was introduced in 2009 to support student transportation.

Estonia

In Estonia, both public and private schools became eligible to receive funding under the new model. The
funding formula included six to eight coefficients categorising municipalities according to student numbers:
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ranging from 0.89 for cities with more than 5,000 students to 1.5 for rural municipalities with fewer than 120
students. Although these coefficients provided somewhat higher allocations for rural schools, they remained
insufficient. Consequently, in 2008, the model was revised to account for the number of classes.

Despite limited financial resources resulting from demographic decline, small rural schools continued to be
valued by rural communities. This factor constrained the downsizing of the rural school network. Other schools
were funded according to student numbers, while the revised formula also incorporated actual maintenance
costs, funding for minority-language classes, and expenditures related to teacher salaries, textbooks, work-
books, extracurricular activities, and capital investments. Subsequently, free meals for pupils in grades 1-9
were introduced, together with additional management-related expenditures [Grivins 2012]. This funding for-
mula proved more effective as it provided municipalities with greater financial stability, aligned with the gov-
ernment’s policy of rationalising education and emphasised the preservation of small rural primary schools.

Estonia thus moved towards a needs-based approach to educational financing, taking into account both chil-
dren’s needs and school location [Kitsing, Kukemelk 2020]. This policy reflects a preference for maintaining
small rural schools, even at the expense of internal efficiency [Alonso, Sanchez 2011]. The reform was also
characterised by horizontal inequalities with wealthier rural municipalities exhibiting higher per-pupil expen-
ditures than poorer villages. Nevertheless, additional funding allocated to local authorities was expected to
offset potential declines in educational quality.

Summary

School financing and optimisation policies were implemented across all seven post-Soviet countries using
different approaches and with varying degrees of success. Each country adopted formula-based funding
mechanisms with specific coefficients for rural and small schools. Georgia, Lithuania, and Estonia introduced
distinctive funding models, such as voucher system and class-based funding, which generally had negative
consequences for rural school financing.

Regarding post-Soviet school restructuring, two main approaches can be distinguished: Estonia and Latvia
focused on preserving remote, small schools, whereas other countries prioritised large-scale school closures.
The scale of these closures varied considerably (see. Fig. 4) and often failed to improve educational quality.
Instead, the reforms primarily improved financial transparency, resource optimisation, and cost efficiency.

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Discussion and Conclusion

The present study provides a quantitative assessment of territorial disparities in educational outcomes between
urban and rural students in the seven post-Soviet countries, including an analysis of the dynamics and robust-
ness of the rurality gradient. Our research contributes to a deeper understanding of rurality in the post-Soviet
context. The study aimed to examine differences in academic achievement between urban and rural students
across seven former USSR countries, using PISA data, and to analyse whether national policies have contrib-
uted to reducing or widening these disparities.

Our findings reveal that the reading score gap between urban and rural students in the seven post-Soviet
countries is not only large (with the largest gaps in Moldova, Russia, and Lithuania) but also growing, except
in Estonia. The positions of these countries are broadly consistent with the findings of Echazarra and Rading-
er [2019]. Furthermore, rural residence remains a significant predictor of educational outcomes, even when
controlling for factors traditionally associated with the urban-rural divide. The strength of the rurality gradient
remained particularly high in Moldova in 2018, while remaining insignificant in Estonia.

We confirm the importance of the rurality factor, consistent with Roscigno and Crowle [2001], who attribute
lower educational outcomes among rural students to this variable. This finding partially aligns with previous
studies on post-socialist countries [Kryst et al. 2015]. The importance of this factor can be explained by the
generative theory of rurality [Balfour et al. 2008], which argues that rural areas are characterised by relative
detachment from dynamic social and economic structures and resources [Balfour et al. 2008]. Educational
inequalities between urban and rural students also reflect broader disparities between urban and rural areas
[UNICEF 2007; Welch et al. 2007; Hernandez-Torrano 2018].

We hypothesise that the widening gap between urban and rural students, together with the strength of the ru-
rality gradient in former USSR countries, is linked to the socio-demographic structure of rural areas inherited
from the Soviet period. This problem has intensified in post-Soviet countries due to demographic and eco-
nomic transformations, particularly continuing population outmigration [Thorez 2014]. It is well established
that a high proportion of rural residents combined with low population density contributes to the prevalence of
small rural schools. The small size of these schools creates resource allocation challenges, particularly under
conditions of declining educational funding in the post-Soviet period, ultimately impacting education quality.

The analysis of education policies conducted in this study demonstrates that FSU countries have attempted
to improve access to quality educational resources for rural students. It is important to note that, with the
exception of Estonia, reforms targeting rural schools were introduced relatively late, while adverse external
trends continued to intensify. These reforms primarily involved structural measures: closing and merging
rural schools and changing school funding models, often as a condition of the World Bank allocating support
[Moulton 2001], and to a lesser extent, attracting qualified teachers and strengthening the educational infra-
structure. To a large extent, these reforms were aimed not at reducing educational disparities between urban
and rural students, but rather at improving economic efficiency by reducing the costs associated with maintain-
ing small rural schools. In particular, the formula-based funding model primarily sought to improve financial
transparency rather than respond to the actual needs of schools.

Other vulnerable groups, including children from low-SES families and ethnic minorities, were not adequately
considered in funding calculations, despite their substantial representation in rural schools. The findings sug-
gest that per-capita and voucher-based funding reforms negatively affected rural school financing. This is
because small enrolment numbers generated insufficient funding despite the existence of rural coefficients, as
well as limited transparency in resource allocation and high levels of centralisation. We therefore hypothesise
that these reforms may have contributed to widening rural-urban disparities in educational outcomes. Estonia
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represents an important exception, where a funding formula incorporating municipal coefficients and a policy
of preserving small rural schools appear to have contributed to narrowing the urban-rural gap [Alonso, San-
chez 2011; Kitsing, Kukemelk 2020]. Although Fazekas [2012: 22] cautions against drawing direct links be-
tween funding formulas and educational outcomes, the consistent pattern observed across the seven countries
suggests that funding design deserves closer scholarly attention.

In terms of the restructuring of rural schools, we found no clear evidence that reducing the number of small
rural schools improved rural students’ educational achievement whether through substantial school closures
(e. g., Lithuania and Russia) or through limited restructuring without additional resource allocation (e. g., Mol-
dova and Kazakhstan). According to Olefir et al. [2015], in Moldova the consolidation reform had a negligible
effect on dropouts but increased absence among students transferred from closed schools. We suggest that the
relative success of Estonia and Latvia may lie in their ability to preserve small rural schools while allocating
sufficient resources to meet students’ needs. Notably, Grivins [2012] found in Latvia that local municipalities
frequently acted against central policy intentions by resisting school closures and redirecting funds to maintain
small schools which may also have contributed to improved outcomes for rural students.

Rural tax revenues were insufficient to meet schools’ financial needs and these deficits were not compen-
sated through central or regional transfers and grants [Alonso, Sanchez 2011; Fazekas 2012]. According to
the OECD, education systems characterised by unequal allocation of material resources between socio-eco-
nomically advantaged and disadvantaged schools tend to exhibit lower student performance [OECD 2017].
Another study demonstrates that Estonia differs from the other countries examined in terms of the relationship
between shortages of educational materials and schools’ socio-economic profiles [OECD 2021b].

Finally, the analysis of reforms identifies several characteristics typical of structural changes in former USSR
countries. These include discontinuity, with reforms implemented intermittently or left incomplete, and incon-
sistency, as reforms were implemented unevenly across regions. Furthermore, school network restructuring
and financing reforms were poorly synchronised, while monitoring mechanisms remained weak and their find-
ings were rarely used for policy adjustment [Alonso, Sanchez 2011; Grivins 2012; Janashia 2015]. Corruption
in fund allocation additionally undermined reform outcomes, particularly in Georgia [Janashia 2015].

Addressing educational problems generated by adverse demographic and socio-economic conditions through
educational reform alone is inherently difficult [Duncan, Murnane 2011]. However, the experience of former
USSR countries suggests that inadequate reform design and governance substantially undermined reform ef-
fectiveness.

Practical Implications and Limitations of the Study

Drawing on these findings, we propose several evidence-based recommendations aimed at reducing territorial
educational disparities across post-Soviet countries.

First, our analysis demonstrated that per-capita and voucher-based funding models negatively affected rural
school financing because of small enrolment numbers. By contrast, Estonia’s transition to needs-based fi-
nancing coincided with a substantial narrowing of the urban-rural gap. We therefore recommend developing
balanced needs-based funding formulas and establishing systematic, decentralised, and transparent alloca-
tion mechanisms with continuous adjustment in response to population mobility and demographic change
[OECD 2017].

Second, extensive school closures in Lithuania, Russia and Kazakhstan did not improve rural students’ edu-
cational outcomes, whereas Estonia and Latvia, which preserved small rural schools and provided them with
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sufficient resources, demonstrated more favourable trajectories. We therefore recommend maintaining small
rural schools where justified by educational needs and community impact assessments and avoiding school
closures in the absence of appropriate staffing and financial arrangements [Tinkham 2014; Harris 2015]. Cru-
cially, education network restructuring should be synchronised with funding reforms and accompanied by
systematic outcome monitoring, as the absence of such coordination represented a common weakness across
the seven FSU countries.

Third, our policy analysis demonstrated that targeted teacher recruitment programmes were identified only in
Kazakhstan, while other countries largely neglected this dimension. Given that teacher quality is consistently
recognised as a key determinant of rural school effectiveness [Monk 2007; Kosaretsky, Froumin 2022], we
recommend implementing teacher incentive programmes that include financial benefits, housing support, and
professional development opportunities for rural educators [Rosenberg et al. 2015; Dhaliwal, Bruno 2021].

Finally, rural location remains a significant predictor of educational outcomes even after controlling for socio-
economic and institutional variables, indicating that the urban-rural gap reflects broader territorial inequali-
ties. Educational policies should therefore be coordinated with broader social policies aimed at reducing re-
gional inequalities through tax redistribution and labour market interventions [Jackson et al. 2014; Franck,
Nicaise 2017].

These recommendations require not necessarily additional resources but rather a more equitable and efficient
allocation of existing ones, tailored to local contexts. Moreover, the observational nature of the policy analysis
does not permit causal claims regarding the effectiveness of specific reforms.

Several limitations should be acknowledged. This study includes only seven of the fifteen FSU countries,
which limits the generalisability of the findings. Although these countries share common historical legacies
[Titma et al. 2003], their socio-economic and cultural differences likely mediate reform outcomes in distinct
ways [Elliott, Tudge 2013; Zajda 2014].

We use PISA data to assess educational achievement disparities while recognising limitations related to sam-
pling characteristics, assessment design, and measurement instruments [Fernandez-Cano 2016; Echazarra,
Radinger 2019; Zhao 2020; Henderson, Mandalawi 2024]. The use of the mean of plausible values may un-
derestimate imputation variance in borderline cases. Our comparison of the two PISA cycles relies on repeated
cross-sectional data, meaning that observed changes in the urban-rural gap cannot be causally attributed to
specific reforms, as broader economic, demographic, and migration processes may also have contributed to
these trends.

The predictors included in the analysis were determined primarily by the availability of comparable variables
across countries and survey cycles within the PISA database. Although these variables capture several impor-
tant individual- and school-level factors associated with urban-rural disparities, such as SES, school resources,
and territorial location, they do not fully reflect broader institutional, cultural, and regional characteristics that
may also shape educational outcomes [Irvin et al. 2012; Nyoni et al. 2017]. Moreover, the binary urban—rural
classification (settlements up to 3,000 as rural) used in the study does not capture the considerable heterogene-
ity among rural schools, as proximity to urban centres may significantly shape educational conditions [Gre-
enough, Nelson 2015; Echazarra, Radinger 2019].

Future research could include a broader sample of post-Soviet countries and multiple subject domains, cov-
ering a broader range of predictors. In particular, incorporating school-level expenditure data would enable
more direct analysis of the relationship between funding policies and student outcomes. Differentiating among
rural areas by population size and proximity to urban centres would provide a more nuanced understanding of

rurality. Finally, longitudinal research designs would enable stronger causal inferences regarding the effects of
specific reforms on urban—rural disparities.

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Abstract

This qualitative study examines how funding status mediates doctoral students’
perceptions and experiences of mandatory publication requirements in Russia,
by comparing funded and self-funded doctoral students at a selective research-
intensive university. Through 19 in-depth interviews, the research explores this
understudied area. Although publication requirements were initially introduced
to develop research skills, these institutional demands now function primar-
ily to enhance university visibility, creating pressures that are strongly medi-
ated by doctoral students’ financial circumstances. The study initially aimed to
explore how funding shapes doctoral experiences more broadly. However, as
the interviews progressed, participants consistently redirected the discussion
toward publication experiences, revealing publication as the primary site where
funding disparities are most acutely experienced. This emergent theme subse-
quently shaped the study’s analytical focus. The findings reveal a clear divide
in experiences shaped by funding status. Funded doctoral students, despite re-
ceiving material support, describe intense psychological pressure and tensions
between substantive dissertation work and institutional compliance demands.
By contrast, self-funded doctoral students face persistent struggles for time and
resources, as the necessity of external employment severely limits their ability
to engage in both publication activities and dissertation writing. Drawing on
Bourdieu’s theory of practice, the analysis conceptualises funding as a form of
economic capital that shapes doctoral students’ positions within the academic
field. Institutional support systems should therefore attend not only to funding
levels but also to the broader material conditions of doctoral students’ lives, rec-
ognising that self-funded doctoral students require qualitatively distinct forms
of support rather than simply greater quantities of existing support mechanisms.

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Introduction

According to the 2023 Science and Technology Indicators in the Russian Federation prepared by the Institute
for Statistical Studies and Economics of Knowledge at HSE University (ISSEK HSE) [Gohberg et al. 2025],
14,146 individuals graduated from doctoral programmes in Russia, of whom only 11.2% (1,584 graduates)
defended their dissertations, while the remaining 88.8% completed their programmes without defending a
dissertation. This figure represents little improvement compared with 2021, when only 10.5% (1,500 out of
14,326 doctoral graduates) defended their dissertations, while the remaining 89.5% graduated without defend-
ing their dissertation [Vlasova et al. 2023]. This low dissertation completion rate raises concerns about the ef-
fectiveness of doctoral education in Russia and the potential implications for the country’s research output and
academic workforce. Based on ISSEK HSE statistics, doctoral enrollment in Russia totalled 90,156 students
in 2021 and 121,555 in 2023 [Vlasova et al. 2023; Gohberg et al. 2025]. The substantial gap between enroll-
ment and completion in Russian doctoral programmes, as several studies suggest [Bekova, Dzhafarova 2019;
Bekova 2021; Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok 2021] may reflect multiple factors ranging from inadequate
research and supervisory support to financial constraints, which force doctoral students to prioritise paid em-
ployment over doctoral commitments.

Despite increasing doctoral attrition rates, state regulation of doctoral education in Russia has become increas-
ingly stringent with stricter requirements concerning both dissertation quality and publication output [Bed-
nyi, Mironos, Rybakov 2019; Terentev, Bednyi 2020; Bekova 2021; Egorov 2022; Alfimtsev, Bagdasaryan,
Sakulin 2024]. In 2022, doctoral education in Russia was reformed through a shift from an academically
oriented model to a research-focused model' defined by the Federal State Requirements (in Russian: ®I'T-
21), accompanied by nine amendments to the Regulations on Awarding Academic Degrees? [Alfimtsev, Bag-
dasaryan, Sakulin 2024; Egorov 2022]. Following this reform, doctoral students became required to (a) pass
compulsory candidature exams, (b) publish a specified number of peer-reviewed journal articles (a minimum
of three articles on the topic of their dissertation research), and (c) complete mandatory teaching and research
assistantships. However, the requirement to publish multiple scholarly articles in reputable journals while
simultaneously conducting dissertation research, undertaking teaching and research assistantships, and writ-
ing dissertations creates substantial pressure [Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok 2021; Alfimtsev, Bagdasaryan,
Sakulin 2024].

Financial pressures constitute an additional challenge for doctoral students. Studies by Bekova [2021] and
by Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok [2021] indicate that nearly half of doctoral students’ paid employment is
unrelated to their dissertation research, which often negatively affects research productivity and fulfilment of
programme requirements. Survey data from Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok [2021] further reveal substantial
difficulties associated with mandatory academic publishing, with more than half of respondents (54%) report-
ing difficulties publishing research directly related to their dissertation topics. However, these studies do not
examine how publication experiences vary according to doctoral students’ funding status, particularly in con-
texts where some doctoral students receive additional funding while others do not. Such disparities in access
to financial support may produce markedly different publication experiences.

The research presented in this article emerged from a broader inquiry into how funding status shapes doctoral
students’ experiences within doctoral programmes. The study initially aimed to explore the perceived advan-
tages and challenges experienced by funded and self-funded doctoral students, and to examine how unequal

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access to financial support influenced progress toward degree completion. Semi-structured interviews, given
their flexibility in pursuing unexpected yet relevant topics [Kallio et al. 2016], proved particularly well suited
to this exploratory purpose.

As the data collection progressed, however, a clear pattern began to emerge. Although participants discussed
multiple aspects of doctoral life, including coursework, supervision, teaching responsibilities, personal cir-
cumstances, the longest, most emotionally charged, and analytically rich discussions consistently centered on
publication requirements. Both funded and self-funded doctoral students described publication pressure as the
most demanding aspect of their programmes. However, the ways in which they experienced this pressure, the
strategies they developed to navigate it, and the resources available to them differed significantly according
to funding status. It became apparent that publication was not merely one topic among many but rather the
principal arena in which the consequences of funding disparities were enacted.

This insight prompted a refinement of the study’s analytical focus. Rather than examining all dimensions of
doctoral experience, the analysis concentrates specifically on how funding status shapes doctoral students’
perceptions and experiences of institutional publication requirements. This narrower focus enables deeper
engagement with the themes prioritised by participants themselves, while preserving the comparative per-
spective between funded and self-funded doctoral students that remains central to the study. Accordingly,
the following research question and objectives reflect this refined focus. This study addresses the following
research question: “How do funded and self-funded doctoral students in Russia differ in their perceptions and
experiences of institutional publication requirements and their role in facilitating or impeding timely doctoral
completion?”

Three objectives guide this study. The first is to review existing literature on the ways publication require-
ments may facilitate or hinder timely degree completion, while identifying the gap in research on the Russian
doctoral context. The second is to examine doctoral students’ self-reported perceptions and experiences of
how institutional publication demands are shaped by their funding status, and how these experiences influence
progress toward dissertation completion. The third objective is to synthesise the findings in order to deepen
understanding of how financial status shapes doctoral students’ engagement with publication requirements.
The following literature review addresses the first objective by examining the global publish-or-perish culture
before turning to the Russian context and the role of financial capital.

Literature Review

The persistent gap in doctoral completion rates in Russia [Bekova, Dzhafarova 2019; Bekova 2021; Terentev,
Bekova, Maloshonok 2021], despite standardised institutional publication requirements, raises a fundamental
question: why some doctoral students successfully navigate these demands while others struggle to do so?
This study draws on Pierre Bourdieu’s Theory of Practice [1977], a sociological framework explaining how
structural inequalities shape individual trajectories within competitive social fields.

Bourdieu’s concepts of field, capital, and habitus provide a useful analytical lens for understanding why doc-
toral students facing the same institutional publication requirements may experience these demands differ-
ently and achieve different outcomes, and why funding status becomes a critical axis of inequality. Within this
theoretical framework, the Russian doctoral education system constitutes the relevant field characterised by
specific entry rules (e.g., admission to doctoral programmes), evaluation norms (such as mandatory periodic
attestation and publication requirements), and authorities that define academic legitimacy and success (includ-
ing supervisors, dissertation committees, and the Higher Attestation Commission). Within this field, publica-
tion functions as a formal institutional requirement imposed on all doctoral students.
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Bourdieu [1977] identifies several forms of capital (resources) that confer power and shape individuals’ posi-
tions within a field: including economic, cultural, social, and symbolic capital. Importantly, these forms of
capital mutually convertible. For example, economic capital, such as doctoral students’ funding may be trans-
formed into cultural capital by creating time for research and writing and into social capital through confer-
ence participation and network-building. Similarly, cultural capital in the form of publications may later be
converted into symbolic capital, including academic credentials and positions [Padmalochanan 2025]. How-
ever, such conversion processes are neither automatic nor equally accessible. The ability to convert one form
of capital into another depends on an individual’s position within the field and access to resources enabling
such conversion. This study therefore explores whether funding status, as a form of economic capital, func-
tions as the foundational resource shaping doctoral students’ ability to acquire the cultural and social capital
necessary for producing publications, and ultimately to convert these publications into the symbolic capital
associated with the PhD degree itself (see Fig. 1).

Drawing on Bourdieu’s framework [1977], the literature review proceeds in three stages. First, it examines the
global “publish or perish” culture and its implications for doctoral students. Second, it situates these pressures
within the specific institutional context of Russian doctoral education. Finally, it considers financial uncer-
tainty as a key factor shaping doctoral students’ publication experiences.

The “Publish or Perish” Culture in Academia and Its Implications for Doctoral Students

The concept of “publish or perish” refers to the pervasive pressure placed on researchers and academics to
continuously produce scholarly publications in order to advance their careers and secure positions within the
academic hierarchy [Lawrence 2002; McGrail, Rickard, Jones 2006; Lariviere, Costas 2016; Bello, Azubuike,
Akande 2023; Mertkan et al. 2025]. According to Marson and Ferris [2023], this culture has shaped academia
for nearly a century, becoming deeply embedded in higher education and influencing research priorities, in-
stitutional reputation, and academic careers, including doctoral education. The term originated in the early
twentieth century, with some sources attributing its first use to H. J. Coolidge in 1932 [Rawat, Meena 2014,
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since then, and it has functioned as a metric for evaluating scholarly merit through both the quantity and qual-
ity of publications.

For doctoral students, engagement with the “publish or perish” culture carries both opportunities and challeng-
es. On the one hand, early publication activity may provide substantial advantages. Publishing in peer-reviewed
journals before graduation allows doctoral students to develop research and academic writing skills, establish
a scholarly identity, and to contribute to disciplinary debates within their fields [De Rond, Miller 2005; Ka-
mler 2008; Wang et al. 2025]. Publication activity also enhances competitiveness for postdoctoral positions,
academic appointments, and research funding [Lariviére 2012; Pickering, Byrne 2013; Horta, Santos 2016;
Mertkan et al. 2025]. In addition, publication creates opportunities for collaboration with established scholars,
thereby expanding professional networks and fostering interdisciplinary innovation [Robins, Kanowski 2008;
Lariviere, Costas 2016].

For these reasons, many universities actively encourage—and in some cases require—doctoral students to
publish before graduation. Student publications directly contribute to institutional research output, thereby
enhancing university visibility and prestige within the global academic field [Lawrence 2002; Larivicre 2012;
Lariviere, Costas 2016]. A strong publication profile may also attract leading faculty members, competitive
research funding, and high-achieving students seeking academically rigorous environments [Horta, Li 2023;
Mason, Frick 2022].

However, the scholarly literature increasingly recognises that the capacity to meet publication demands is
unevenly distributed among doctoral students. Although publication pressure is widespread across academia,
doctoral students’ ability to produce publications is shaped by structural factors extending beyond individual
motivation or talent. Doctoral students balancing research with paid employment, particularly employment
unrelated to dissertation research, encounter substantial barriers to publication productivity [Bekova 2021;
Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok 2021]. Time scarcity [Cano, Alamino 2025; Kumar et al. 2025], cognitive ex-
haustion associated with multiple competing demands [Bekova 2021], and limited capacity to absorb lengthy
and uncertain publication timelines without institutional support all constrain doctoral studentsy ability to
publish [Kamler 2008; Mertkan et al. 2025]. These findings suggest that publish-or-perish requirements, al-
though framed as neutral academic standards, operate in practice within an uneven institutional landscape in
which doctoral students’ financial circumstances fundamentally shape publishing opportunities and outcomes.
This observation highlights the need for research that moves beyond documenting institutional publication
pressures toward systematically examining how economic capital shapes doctoral students’ engagement with
publication requirements.

The present study addresses this issue by examining how funding status shapes Russian doctoral students’ en-
gagement with publication requirements. Before turning to this analysis, however, it is necessary to consider
the institutional context in which these pressures operate. The following section examines the distinctive fea-
tures of doctoral education and publication requirements in Russia, where state oversight, recent reforms, and
widespread financial precarity create a distinctive institutional field for doctoral publishing.

Contextual Characteristics of Doctoral Education and Publication Requirements in Russia
In Russia, the authority to award doctoral degrees is vested in the state’s Higher Attestation Commission

(HAC)?, regardless of whether doctoral programmes are delivered by universities or research institutes [Kob-
zar, Roshchin 2020; Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok 2021]. Doctoral education is therefore centrally regulated

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and subsidised by the Russian state, with universities operating within a nationally standardised framework.
To qualify for dissertation defence, doctoral students must satisfy three core requirements: pass compulsory
candidature exams, complete teaching and research assistantships, and publish a specified number of peer-
reviewed journal articles to their dissertation topic [Bednyi et al. 2019; Maloshonok, Terentev 2019; Alfimt-
sev, Bagdasaryan, Sakulin 2024]. The publication requirement generally involves a minimum of three articles,
published in journals approved by the HAC, a list that includes both Russian and international journals, al-
though not all internationally recognised high-ranking journals are included [Terentev, Bednyi 2020].

Institutional competition for prestige and international visibility has further intensified the importance of pub-
lication requirements. Following the launch of the state-funded Project 5-100 initiative in 2013, Russian uni-
versities have come under increasing pressure to expand research output and improve their standing in global
university rankings [Rudenko 2020; Kuzminov, Yudkevich 2022]. Within this competitive environment, doc-
toral student publications have become an important institutional resource used to demonstrate research pro-
ductivity and enhance institutional reputation. These publications function as indicators of scientific capacity
and funding competitiveness, thereby operating as a form of institutional capital within the global academic
field [Spence 2002; Horta, Lacy 2011; Dusdal, Powell 2021].

However, doctoral students’ ability to meet these intensified publication demands is heavily constrained by
their financial circumstances. Approximately 90% of doctoral students in Russia combine full-time employ-
ment with doctoral study [Bekova, Dzhafarova 2019; Bekova 2021; Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok 2021].
This employment is driven primarily by financial necessity rather than personal choice: the state-funded doc-
toral stipend remains extremely low, amounting to approximately 4,200 roubles (around USD 52) per month
for most doctoral students, with slightly higher stipends available in STEM disciplines [Babayeva, Malosho-
nok 2025]. This stipend falls substantially below the cost of living, forcing doctoral students to seek additional
income sources. Importantly, nearly half of doctoral students» paid employment is unrelated to dissertation
research, thereby diverting time and cognitive energy away from academic work and undermining research
productivity [Bekova 2021; Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok 2021].

The implications for publication activity are substantial. Terentev, Bekova, Maloshonok [2021] found that
more than half of doctoral students (54%) reported serious difficulties publishing research directly related to
their dissertation topics. Although this finding points to a broader systemic problem, it obscures important
internal variation within doctoral cohorts, only a relatively small proportion of doctoral students receives ad-
ditional competitive financial support, including scholarships, grants, and paid research assistantships whereas
the majority receive no additional support. This unequal access to additional financial resources may funda-
mentally shape doctoral students» publishing experiences, yet this issue remains insufficiently explored in ex-
isting empirical research. Doctoral students receiving additional funding are better positioned to dedicate time
to research and publication activities, whereas students without such support must balance paid employment
and academic progress under conditions of limited resources. The following subsection examines this relation-
ship in greater depth, by synthesising literature on how financial capital shapes doctoral students’ engagement
with publication requirements.

Financial Capital as a Mediating Factor within the Academic Field

This subsection examines scholarly literature on doctoral student funding, exploring how economic capital or
its absence, shapes doctoral students’ ability to engage with publication demands and progress toward degree
completion. Drawing on both international [Ampaw, Jaeger 2012; Nerad 2012; 2020; Sverdlik et al. 2018; Van
Rooij et al. 2021] and Russian scholarship [Bekova, Dzhafarova 2019; Bekova 2021; Terentev, Bekova, Malo-
shonok 2021; Babayeva, Maloshonok 2025; Smirnov 2025], the section argues that funding status constitutes
not merely a background characteristic but a central determinant of doctoral students> academic trajectories.
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Doctoral student funding takes multiple forms across national contexts, including state scholarships, institu-
tional grants, research assistantships, teaching assistantships, and external fellowships [Nerad 2012; 2020].
Access to these forms of funding is rarely distributed equally. Research consistently shows that doctoral stu-
dents in STEM disciplines receive substantially greater financial support than students in the humanities and
social sciences, while doctoral students at elite institutions often have access to resources unavailable else-
where [Valero 2001; Golde 2005; Ehrenberg et al. 2007; Lariviére 2012; Horta, Santos 2016]. In Russia, these
inequalities are intensified by the extremely low base doctoral stipend which forces most doctoral students to
seek external employment, while only a relatively small minority receive competitive funding that significant-
ly alters their academic conditions [Bekova, Dzhafarova 2019; Bekova 2021; Babayeva, Maloshonok 2025].

One of the primary mechanism through which funding status shapes publication outcomes is time availability.
Doctoral students lacking adequate financial support must devote substantial time to paid employment, thereby
reducing the time available for research, writing, and engagement with publication processes. Bekova [2021]
found that nearly half employed Russian doctoral students are in positions unrelated to their dissertation re-
search. Although this employment provides financial income it contributes little to research development or
academic skill acquisition. This form of «time scarcity» produces predictable consequences: including lower
publication productivity, slower progress, and increased stress and burnout [Cano, Alamino 2025; Kumar et
al. 2025].

International research supports these findings. Doctoral students whose paid work aligns with their disserta-
tion research particularly through teaching or research assistantships tend to publish more actively and com-
plete their degrees more quickly [McGrail, Rickard, Jones 2006; Lariviere 2012; Horta, Santos 2016] because
they receive not only financial support but also integration into scholarly communities, dedicated research
time, and mentorship opportunities [ Ampaw, Jaeger 2012; Grote et al. 2021; Van Rooij et al. 2021]. By con-
trast, self-funded doctoral students often receive financial income alone, forcing them to conduct research at
the margins of already exhausting work schedules [Bekova 2021].

Beyond time scarcity, financial instability also imposes significant cognitive and emotional burdens, thereby
undermining doctoral students’ capacity to publish. Constant financial anxiety consumes cognitive resources
necessary for sustained intellectual work, making doctoral students particularly vulnerable to the uncertain-
ties of academic publishing, including lengthy review timelines, major revisions, and manuscript rejection
[Marson, Ferris 2023]. By contrast, securely funded doctoral students are often better positioned to absorb

these uncertainties, viewing them as manageable features of academic work rather than existential threats
[Padmalochanan 2025].

Research Gap

Although existing literature demonstrates the importance of funding for doctoral outcomes, important gaps
remain both conceptually and methodologically. Quantitative studies consistently demonstrate that funding
improves doctoral outcomes. Recent Russian research demonstrates that grant recipients are significantly
more likely to defend dissertations successfully and publish actively [Smirnov 2025], while international
studies similarly show that funded doctoral students outperform self-funded peers across multiple indicators
[Horta, Cattaneo, Meoli 2018]. However, despite their value, these studies leave several important questions
unresolved.

They demonstrate that funding improves doctoral outcomes, but not the mechanisms through which this oc-
curs. Little remains known about how funding shapes the lived experiences of doctoral students within the
same institutional cohorts, including how funded and self-funded doctoral students experience institutional
publication requirements, what strategies they develop in response to publication pressures, and how self-
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funded doctoral students manage publication expectations while simultaneously working to sustain them-
selves financially. Questions of perception, strategy, and meaning therefore remain insufficiently explored.

Moreover, existing studies frequently treat funding as one explanatory variable among many [Horta, Catta-
neo, Meoli 2018; Bekova 2021; Van Rooij et al. 2021; Marson, Ferris 2023], rather than as a central mecha-
nism shaping how doctoral students experience institutional requirements. In addition no qualitative study
has systematically compared the publication experiences of funded and self-funded doctoral students within a
shared institutional context. Furthermore, the Russian doctoral system has undergone substantial transforma-
tion since 2022 [Alfimtsev, Bagdasaryan, Sakulin 2024]. These reforms have altered publication requirements,
revised approved journal lists and reshaped the institutional field in which doctoral students operate. Research
conducted prior to these reforms cannot adequately capture the dynamics of the current system.

The present study addresses these gaps through in-depth qualitative interviews, by examining how funding
status shapes Russian doctoral students’ perceptions and experiences of publication requirements and how
these experiences influence progress toward timely degree completion. Rather than simply confirming that
funding matters they study seeks to understand the mechanisms through which economic capital becomes
lived experience within the Russian doctoral field.

Methodology
Design

This study employed an exploratory qualitative design to examine how funding status shapes doctoral stu-
dents’ experiences of mandatory publication requirements in Russia. This approach was selected because the
phenomenon remains insufficiently researched, particularly following the post-2022 reforms, making explor-
atory methods especially appropriate for generating rich, participant-driven data [Stebbins 2001]. Qualita-
tive methods are particularly well suited to capturing subjective meanings and interpretations [Creswell et
al. 2007; Williams, Moser 2019], allowing the study to move beyond documenting outcomes toward under-
standing how financial in(security) shapes doctoral students’ engagement with publication requirements and
ultimately influences progress toward timely degree completion.

Research Site Characteristics

This study was conducted at a research-intensive university (RIU) in Moscow, one of Russia’s most selective
and internationally recognised higher education institutions. The university is ranked among the world’s top
300 universities according to the QS World University Rankings 2024 and offers doctoral programmes across
the social sciences, humanities, arts, and STEM disciplines. Doctoral education at the RIU follows a three-to-
four-year training model equivalent to the PhD.

To qualify for dissertation defence doctoral students at the RIU must satisfy three core requirements. First,
they must pass compulsory candidate examinations. Second, they must publish at least three articles in peer-
reviewed academic journals. Third, they must complete teaching and research internships alongside course-
work supporting dissertation development.

Every doctoral student at the RIU is assigned at least one supervisor, a full-time professor or researcher af-
filiated with the university, whose expertise aligns with the student’s dissertation topic. Doctoral students
enrolled on a state-funded basis receive a monthly stipend. For most doctoral students, the stipend amounts
to approximately 4,200 roubles (around USD 52) per month, although students in STEM disciplines receive
stipends exceeding 10,000 roubles (approximately USD 123). In addition to this basic support, the RIU offers
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several competitive funding opportunities. The most desirable forms of support among doctoral students are
scholarships and grants that do not require assistantship obligations. These include an academic scholarship
0f 40,000 roubles per month and a monthly grant of 70,000 roubles for students progressing directly from the
university’s master’s programmes into doctoral study. Recipients of these awards are required to complete and
defend their dissertations within the standard doctoral programme timeframe; otherwise, they are required to
repay all funds received.

Patrticipants

Nineteen doctoral students participated in this study. Participants were selected through criterion-based purpo-
sive sampling [Miles, Huberman 1994; Campbell et al. 2020], a strategy involving the intentional selection of
participants capable of providing rich and relevant insights into the phenomenon under investigation. Eligibil-
ity criteria were intentionally broad: participants had to be full-time doctoral students currently enrolled at the
RIU irrespective of gender, age, marital status, or ethnicity.

Participants were recruited through programme-specific Telegram cohort groups. With permission from group
administrators, I posted a short recruitment message outlining the study purpose, eligibility criteria, and con-
tact details. No participation incentives were provided. Interested students contacted me directly to arrange
interviews. Purposeful sampling was subsequently used to ensure variation across funding status, disciplinary
background, and year of study.

The final sample comprised seven female (indicated as IRF) and twelve male (indicated as IRM) doctoral
students aged between 24 and 35 years. All participants were citizens of the Russian Federation. In terms of
funding status, ten participants received additional financial support from the RIU, including enhanced sti-
pends, grants, and paid assistantships in teaching, research, or administration. The remaining nine participants
received no financial support beyond the standard state stipend. Detailed demographic characteristics and
funding profiles are presented in Appendix 1.

Instrument and Data Collection

Data were collected through semi-structured interviews, a method particularly well-suited to exploring par-
ticipants’ perceptions and experiences in depth while retaining flexibility to pursue unexpected yet relevant
themes [Kallio et al. 2016]. The interview guide was initially developed around the study’s central research
question: namely, how funded and self-funded doctoral students perceive the advantages and challenges asso-
ciated with their circumstances and how unequal access to additional financial support shapes progress toward
timely degree completion.

The guide was organised into four thematic blocks. The first block included introductory questions intended to
establish rapport and invite participants to describe their pathways into doctoral study. The second block ex-
plored participants’ motivations for entering doctoral education and their initial expectations of the programme.
The third block, focused on publication experiences including participants’ engagement with publication pro-
cesses, successes, difficulties, coping strategies, and the role of supervision and institutional support. The fourth
block addressed funding and broader personal circumstances, including living arrangements, external employ-
ment, family support, and the material conditions shaping everyday life. This structure enabled the collection
of comparable information across interviews while remaining responsive to participants’ individual narratives.

As data collection progressed, it became increasingly evident that participants consistently redirected discus-

sion toward publication experiences. Regardless of funding status, doctoral students spoke most extensively
and emotionally about publication requirements, the uncertainties of peer-review, and the ways financial cir-
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cumstances shaped their ability to produce publications. This emergent emphasis prompted iterative refine-
ment of the interview guide, with increasing attention devoted to probing the relationship between funding and
publication requirements, and the specific ways material conditions enabled or constrained engagement with
this central institutional demand.

Interviews were conducted in November 2024 following ethical approval from the university’s Institutional
Ethics Board. Each interview lasted between 60 and 80 minutes and was conducted either in person or online
depending on participants’ preferences and availability. All interviews were audio-recorded with participants’
Written informed consent, which was obtained through signed consent forms before each interview. This pro-
cedure ensured that participants were fully informed about the study’s aims, their rights, and the intended use
of their data.

Data Analysis

Interview data were analysed using inductive thematic analysis [Braun, Clarke 2006; Kyngds 2020]. This
method involves identifying, analysing, and reporting patterns across qualitative data while allowing themes
to emerge from the data rather than being imposed through pre-existing theoretical categories [Vears, Gil-
lam 2022]. The analysis proceeded in several stages.

First, my principal supervisor and I independently read and re-read the interview transcripts in order to be-
come thoroughly familiar with the material, and to enhance analytical rigour through inter-coder comparison
and reflexive discussion. These codes were subsequently compared and discussed to refine the coding frame-
work and ensure consistency between researchers [Nowell et al. 2017]. Coding was conducted using Taguette,
an open-source software package for qualitative data management.

Following the initial coding stage, codes were grouped into broader conceptual categories based on recurring
patterns and relationships across interviews Appendix 2 (Table A2.1). These categories were then reviewed and
consolidated into themes that captured the most significant dimensions of participants’ experiences. Through
this iterative analytical process, six preliminary categories were refined into four overarching themes, directly
addressing the study’s central research question: “How do funded and self-funded doctoral students in Russia
differ in their perceptions and experiences of institutional publication requirements and their role in shaping
timely doctoral completion?”. The coding framework and process of thematic development are presented in
Appendix 2 (see Table A2.2).

Findings

The findings are organised around four themes emerging from the analysis. Each theme is presented with
particular attention to differences between funded and self-funded doctoral students, drawing on contextual
information regarding participants’ living conditions, employment, and support networks.

Theme 1. The Institutional Framework of Publishing

This theme captures the publication-related issues discussed most frequently across interviews. All partici-
pants, regardless of funding status, described publication requirements as a major source of pressure. How-
ever, both the nature of this pressure and the resources available to manage it differed substantially between

the two groups.

Among funded doctoral students, pressure stemmed primarily from balancing semi-annual attestation require-
ments with the sustained concentration necessary for dissertation writing. IRM 13 (IRM or IRF stands for
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Individual Reference for male or female doctoral student, see Appendix 1, Table Al1.1), a funded doctoral
student living in rented accommodation and receiving a monthly grant of 70,000 roubles described feeling
“enslaved by two demanding masters at once”:

Naturally, writing these articles requires an enormous amount of effort, to the point that it over-
shadows the dissertation itself <...> At every attestation point that is exactly what is demanded of
you: published articles <...> You find yourself beholden to two demanding masters at the same time
(IRM 13, funded).

For self-funded doctoral students, however, the pressure was more fundamental. IRF 11, who lived in univer-
sity accommodation and worked 30 hours per week as a library assistant in a research archive unrelated to her
dissertation field in history, described the challenge differently:

The biggest challenge is trying to combine paid work with writing my dissertation. And not just the
dissertation, but articles as well. Almost everyone in my cohort has one or two paid jobs, plus a grant
if they are lucky, plus something else, simply to survive. Trying to fit dissertation research into this
schedule, let alone article writing, is incredibly difficult (IRF 11, self-funded).

The institutional journal approval system intensified these difficulties for both groups, although in different
ways. Funded doctoral students, often embedded within supervisory networks and university research centers
or laboratories, could rely on supervisors’ guidance regarding journals most likely to accept their work. Self-
funded doctoral students, by contrast, were often left to navigate the publication system independently, which
increased uncertainty and frustration. IRF 19, who held teaching positions at two universities to support her-
self financially described this frustration:

What is especially absurd is that the Moscow State University Bulletin, Psychology Series is included
in the RCSI* [Russian Centre of Scientific Information] “whitelist”, yet it is not recognised by the
RIU <...> Our entire department has been fighting to get it included. We already have very few ap-
proved journals available to us (IRF 19, self-funded).

Theme 2. The Significance of Funding

The sharpest distinction between funded and self-funded doctoral students concerned the material conditions
underpinning their academic work. These conditions extended beyond university funding to encompass living
arrangements, family support, and external employment.

Funded doctoral students typically lived in university dormitories or shared apartments with other funded doc-
toral students. Several participants also described receiving additional financial support from family members,
although this emerged only gradually during extended interview discussions. IRM 9, a funded doctoral student
who additionally worked full-time outside academia reflected on what financial support made possible:

I realised that money is needed not only for reading and studying, but also for thinking and reflection,
and that this is already half the success. Sometimes I experience moments of fear, especially when [
am exhausted and it feels as though the work is poor, I am inadequate, and I will never accomplish
anything. That is the fear (IRM 9, funded).

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This fear of failing to justify the investment made in them was echoed by other funded doctoral students.
IRM 15, a grant recipient employed at the RIU research centre, described the psychological burden associated
with this support:

You constantly feel that you must perform. The scholarship is not simply money;, it is an expectation.
Every time I sit down to write, I think about whether what I am producing is worthy of the support |
have received (IRM 15, funded).

Self-funded doctoral students are confronted with very different material realities. IRF 12, who lived in uni-
versity accommodation while working 40 hours per week as an assistant accountant at a major financial insti-
tution while pursuing her doctorate, described her daily rhythm:

I wake up at six in the morning and go straight to work. By 9 p. m., I am exhausted, but that is the only
time left for my research. Sometimes I fall asleep at my desk. Writing an article under these conditions
feels almost impossible (IRF 12, self-funded).

Funding also took the form of paid university employment rather than solely scholarships or grants. IRM 10,
a funded doctoral student in archaeology, received financial support primarily through multiple part-time uni-
versity positions, including paid research projects and semester-based teaching assignments. Despite living in
relatively inexpensive dormitory accommodation, he additionally supported himself through seasonal excava-
tion work, which was connected to his dissertation research but physically exhausting:

During the summer, I excavate. It pays, and it contributes to my research, so in that sense I am fortu-
nate. But when I return in September, I am physically exhausted. It takes weeks to get back into aca-
demic writing mode, and by then the attestation deadlines are already approaching (IRM 10, funded).

These contrasting material conditions shaped not only the amount of time available for academic work, in-
cluding publication writing and dissertation work, but also doctoral students’ cognitive and emotional capacity
for the sustained intellectual engagement required by academic writing.

Theme 3. Navigating the Publication Landscape

Participants’ accounts of the publication process revealed further divergence between funded and self-funded
doctoral students. Funded doctoral students, although frustrated by publication delays and opaque review
procedures, generally possessed strategies for navigating these uncertainties described an early manuscript
rejection that initially felt deeply disorienting:

My first article submission was rejected several times for what seemed like strange reasons. One
journal said they dos not publish theoretical articles, but when I looked through previous issues, 1
found many theoretical papers there. It was unsettling. But my supervisor helped me interpret the
feedback, and together we identified another journal (IRM 1, funded).

This access to supervisory guidance and institutional knowledge emerged as a common advantage among
funded doctoral students. IRF 17, who worked as a research assistant while living in university accommoda-
tion, described how research-centre networks facilitated publication:

When [ submitted my first article, I had colleagues who had already published in that journal. They

told me what the editors were looking for, how long the review process usually took, and what kinds of
revisions to expect. That insider knowledge made the process much less frightening (IRF 17, funded).
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Self-funded doctoral students, by contrast, were often left to navigate the publication landscape independently.
IRF 11 described how this uncertainty directly threatened scientific productivity and attestation performance
indicators:

At every attestation meeting, the main issue was whether we had managed to write the article, submit
it on time, and then survive months in complete silence. My cohort faced the same problem. Some-
times a journal remains silent for an entire year before sending a rejection letter. Without anyone to
advise you, all you can do is wait and worry (IRF 11, self-funded).

These accounts reveal a publication landscape characterised by unpredictable delays, opaque rejection prac-
tices, and a lack of constructive feedback, all of which generated frustration and uncertainty among doctoral
students.

Theme 4. Personal Trajectories and Capacities

The concept of capital conversion, central to Bourdieu’s theoretical framework, was vividly reflected in par-
ticipants’ accounts. Funded doctoral students were able to transform material security into cultural and social
capital in ways unavailable to self-funded students.

IRM 9, whose funding, employment, and family support provided a relatively stable material foundation, de-
scribed taking a deliberate and cautious approach to publication:

The work had already been done and eventually resulted in an article. The article was published
several months later than I had planned. It probably should have appeared a year earlier. But things
did not come together, and I lacked confidence in the result. Now, however, I do not regret the delay
at all, because the article turned out to be far stronger than it would have been a year earlier (IRM 9,
funded).

This ability to wait, to prioritise quality over speed represented a form of privilege unavailable to self-funded
doctoral students. IRF 11 described the opposite dynamic:

1 submitted my first article knowing it was not ready. But I needed something to present at attestation.
The reviewers rejected it, and their comments were actually useful. But I did not have enough time
to revise it properly before the next deadline, so I submitted it elsewhere, and that version also had
problems. I am still trying to produce one solid publication from work that should have been stronger
from the beginning (IRF 11, self-funded).

IRM 14, a funded doctoral student whose support came through a research assistantship supervised by his
advisor, reflected on how this employment created opportunities for social capital that directly facilitated
publication:

Publication practices in my field operate differently. In some journals, publication opportunities are
shaped by existing project collaborations because your paper includes the names of your supervisor
and other project members. When I submitted my work, the review process was still rigorous, but 1
felt confident that my paper would at least receive serious consideration. That matters when you are
an early-career researcher (IRM 14, funded).

IRF 19, lacking access to such networks, described a contrasting sense of isolation:
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1 do not know any editors. My supervisor is supportive, but very busy. When I submit an article, I am
simply another name in the queue. I have no way of knowing whether my paper will even be read, let
alone taken seriously (IRF 19, self-funded).

These contrasting accounts illustrate the central mechanism identified in this study: economic capital, in the
form of additional funding support, enables the acquisition of cultural capital (time for high-quality work) and
social capital (networks and mentorship), which together facilitate publication production, the symbolic capi-
tal necessary for degree completion. Self-funded doctoral students, lacking this foundational form of capital,
encountered barriers throughout every stage of the conversion process.

Concluding Discussion

This study sought to explore how doctoral students in Russia perceive institutional publication requirements
as either facilitators or barriers to timely degree completion, and how these perceptions differ between funded
and self-funded doctoral students. Viewed through Bourdieu’s [1977] theoretical lens, the findings reveal
not simply variation in experience but fundamentally different positions within the academic field, positions
shaped by differential access to economic capital, which either enables or constrains the acquisition of other
forms of capital.

Funding Status and Positions within the Academic Field

For funded doctoral students, economic capital provides a foundation for accumulating cultural and social
capital. They possess time, not merely chronological time, but cognitive space for sustained reading, careful
writing, and reflective revision. They are embedded in networks that provide mentorship, insider knowledge,
and opportunities for collaboration. They are able to absorb the uncertainties of publication with greater emo-
tional stability, viewing delays and rejections as normal features of academic work rather than existential
threats. Their challenge lies in managing the psychological weight of expectations attached to their funding,
the fear of failing to justify the investment made in them.

For self-funded doctoral students, by contrast, the absence of economic capital generates barriers throughout
the doctoral process. Their time is absorbed by income-generating employment, which rarely contributes to
their scholarly development. They navigate publication processes in relative isolation, without access to the
insider knowledge and mentorship routinely available to funded peers. They cannot afford to prioritise quality
over speed; they must produce something, anything, to meet attestation deadlines. The publication process,
with its inherent unpredictability, becomes not a normal part of academic life but a source of chronic stress
that compounds the precarity of their material circumstances.

These findings extend the literature on doctoral publishing by moving beyond documenting publication
pressures toward examining the mechanisms through which funding shapes experience [McGrail, Rickard,
Jones 2006; Lariviére 2012; Horta, Santos 2016; Horta, Cattaneo, Meoli 2018; Smirnov 2025]. The find-
ings support quantitative research demonstrating that funding improves doctoral outcomes [Horta, Cattaneo,
Meoli 2018; Smirnov 2025] while also revealing the processes underlying those outcomes: the conversion of
economic capital into cultural and social capital, and the differential capacity of funded and self-funded doc-
toral students to manage this conversion.

The Material Context of Academic Work

The findings demonstrate that funding status is not merely a question of receiving a scholarship or grant, rath-
er, it is embedded within a broader web of material conditions, including living arrangements, family support,
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and the character of external employment. Funded doctoral students were more likely to live in stable hous-
ing, receive additional family support, and to hold employment that aligned with their dissertation research.
By contrast, self-funded doctoral students experienced housing precarity, long commutes that consumed both
time and energy, and employment that depleted rather than supported their academic capacities.

These material conditions shaped not only how much time doctoral students had for academic work, but also
doctoral students’ cognitive and emotional capacity for sustained concentration. The concept of ‘time poverty’
[Cano, Alamino 2025; Kumar et al. 2025] captures only part of the story. Equally important is the quality of
time available, whether that time comes at the end of an exhausting workday, whether it is fragmented by com-
peting demands, or overshadowed by anxieties about rent or bills. Self-funded doctoral students in this study
experienced time that was not only scarce but also qualitatively different: time shaped by fatigue, anxiety, and
constant material insecurity.

Differential Conversion of Capital

The most theoretically significant finding emerging from this analysis concerns the differential conversion of
capital. Bourdieu’s [1977] framework conceptualises capitals as convertible, while recognising that such con-
version is neither automatic nor equally accessible to all actors within the field. This study demonstrates that
funded and self-funded doctoral students occupy fundamentally different positions in the conversion process.

Funded doctoral students begin with economic capital, which can be converted into cultural capital, including
time for high-quality academic work and social capital in the form of networks and mentorship. These forms
of capital, in turn, facilitate publication production, the symbolic capital required for degree completion. The
conversion is not frictionless; it carries psychological costs and depends upon doctoral students’ ability to
mobilise available resources. Nevertheless, the pathway itself remains available to funded doctoral students in
ways unavailable to their self-funded peers.

Self-funded doctoral students, lacking foundational economic capital, encounter barriers even to entering
this conversion process. Their time is dominated by the demands of material survival. Their opportunities to
accumulate social capital are constrained by the demands of employment. When publications are produced,
they often emerge under conditions that compromise quality, including rushed submissions, inadequate revi-
sion, and risky strategies, such as simultaneous submissions. For these students, the conversion process is not
merely difficult but structurally constrained.

This insight carries important implications for understanding the publish-or-perish imperative. What appears
from an institutional perspective as a neutral requirement that all doctoral students must publish, operates in
practice as a mechanism that rewards those already positioned favourably within the field while penalising
those disadvantaged by their material circumstances. The requirement itself is not the problem; the problem is
the unequal distribution of the resources needed to meet it.

Implications for Institutional Practice

These findings point to several implications for how universities might better support doctoral students. First,
the material conditions of doctoral students’ lives matter. Institutions that conceptualise funding simply in
terms of scholarships or stipends overlook the broader material context, including housing, family support,
and the character of external employment, all of which shape doctoral students’ capacity to engage with aca-
demic work. Understanding these conditions requires ongoing and holistic dialogue with doctoral students,
rather than reliance solely on administrative data.
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Second, the psychological burden associated with funding deserves greater institutional attention. Funded
doctoral students described anxiety about meeting expectations, fear of failing to justify the investment made
in them. Support structures that acknowledge this burden, including mentoring, peer support, and explicit
discussion of what funding requires and what it does not, could help funded doctoral students mobilise their
resources more effectively.

Third, self-funded doctoral students require qualitatively different forms of institutional support. They require
assistance in navigating publication processes without access to insider knowledge. They also require flex-
ibility in attestation deadlines that recognises both the unpredictability of publication timelines and demands
of external employment. Most importantly, institutions must recognise that the experiences of self-funded
doctoral students are not simply more difficult but qualitatively distinct, and that policies designed around the
“typical” doctoral student may systematically disadvantage those who fall outside this model.

Limitations and Future Research

This study has several limitations. First of all, the study was conducted at a single research-intensive univer-
sity in Moscow, which limits the transferability of the findings to other institutional contexts. Although the
sample was diverse in terms of funding status and disciplinary background, it may not capture the full range of
doctoral student experiences across Russia. In addition, reliance on self-reported perceptions and experiences
introduces the possibility of recall bias and social desirability bias.

Second, the distinction between funded and self-funded doctoral students in this sample was not entirely
straightforward. Recipients of additional financial support, including competitive stipends, grants, and re-
search or teaching assistantships, were often doctoral students already integrated into the institution prior to
doctoral study, and therefore more likely to possess established supervisory relationships, prior publication
experience, and access to informal academic networks. These associated advantages may independently shape
the differences observed in the study. Within the Bourdieusian framework adopted here, funding status func-
tions not only as economic capital itself, but also as an indicator of accumulated cultural and social capital.
Accordingly, the analysis treats funding status as one element within a broader configuration of resources
rather than as an isolated causal variable.

Future research should extend this inquiry in several directions. Comparative studies across institutional types,
including regional universities, specialised institutes, non-research-intensive settings, would provide greater
insight into how institutional context shapes the processes identified here. Longitudinal research following
doctoral students over time could reveal how capital conversion unfolds throughout the doctoral trajectory,
and how early disadvantages are either accumulated or mitigated over time. Most importantly, future research
pays closer attention to the material contexts of doctoral students’ lives: housing, family circumstances, the
nature and demands of external employment. These factors, often treated merely as background variables,
emerged in this study as central to understanding how funding status shapes doctoral experience.

Conclusion

Viewed through a Bourdieusian lens, this study demonstrates that Russian doctoral students’ perceptions and
experiences of publication demands are shaped not only by institutional requirements but also by their posi-
tions within an academic field structured through unequal distributions of capital. Funding status is not merely
one variable among many; rather, it constitutes the foundational resource shaping doctoral students’ ability to
acquire the cultural and social capital necessary for successful publication. For funded doctoral students, the
central challenge lies in managing the psychological weight attached to institutional support. For self-funded
doctoral students, the challenge is more fundamental: finding time, energy, and cognitive space for academic
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work while meeting the demands of material survival. Recognising this central dichotomy, universities may
begin to restructure the academic field in ways that better support all doctoral students, ensuring that the im-
perative to publish strengthens rather than undermines the cultivation of future scholars.
